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                                                   Creation and Evolution

   “In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth...” are the opening words of the Bible.

These are words that have a great impact on most any one on this planet and that provoke some 

to contest is validation.

What is it that causes a difference of views, why is it so important to know the details, and 

which point of view is authentic or contains the most proven facts?

 There are basically two views that truly call out the most: Creation
 and the theory of Evolution.

The Creation 1( Creationist )view says that God created the heavens and the earth as the Bible says in the book of Genesis and the theory of Evolution ( Evolutionist ) view is a biological theory that intends to describe the origin and the development of life on earth; both views attempt to understand the ‘beginnings’ of humanity or for that matter all life; man, animal, and the planet itself; the Creationist or the Christian and the Scientist or evolutionist both seek to find the answers in some similar methods or sources, but the reasons behind the creationist; the belief that God is the “designer” and the evolutionist; believes in a “intelligent design”.   So we will need to look at some of these points of views to see the authenticity or proven facts

  There are Ancient beliefs, Modern Beliefs, and the Bible or we could say it as; the young and unknown views, the Worlds views, and the Christians belief.

We find in the ancient days of life it was believed that stars were all the same, air is weightless, sick people were cursed, only mountains were on land, the earth was flat, the universe is eternal and changeless ,and there was no understanding of the rain ( water cycle ).

Modern beliefs were that every star is different, air has weight, blood is a source of life and healing ( people get sick and heal ), mountains are also in the ocean, the earth is a sphere, the universe had a beginning and is changing, the are many galaxies and each have billions of stars, and the water cycle causes rain.

The Bible is very clear on the subject: it begins with “In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.” God created it all; the heavens and the earth, and all life and matter on it.3The creation details begins in chapter1 verse2 of the book of Genesis, by describing the desolate chaos that God took and unleashed His creative word and 4proceeded with the creative days which demonstrated purposed direction from a sovereign God.

And then, days 4 - 6, as long periods of time when the earth was void and God filled the earth with sun, moon, stars, animals, birds, and people.

   These views include Astronomy, Geology, Paleontology, Genetics, Biochemistry, And Mathematics they had need of, but the Creationist and the Evolutionist both use the resources to purposely find the age old question of; how was the earth and life created ? Details is what they want; how did God specifically do it? And where did God come from? Or is He real?

  6Since the Reformation period or theology, the church or Christianity has had to contend with questions that had been raised up by such individuals as Darwin, Freud and Marx.

 7Darwin’s Theory of evolution held that all species of plants and animals developed from earlier forms by hereditary transmission of slight variations of successive generations. The forms survived were those best adapted to the environments (natural selection and survival of the fittest).As evolution was the belief that atoms can assemble themselves into an advanced life form without input from a divine designer.

 8There are many forms of Evolution like, Macro evolution, Micro evolution, the Primordial Soup, and the Geological time table in which all try to explain a process or a variation of the process.

The finality of all the views will become clear as facts, quotes, and statements are made through out this section of the research information being presented.

On unscientific bias by Scientists; “Einstein, like most of his contemporaries, believed the universe is static, that is, not changing in size. When the implications of his equations began to emerge [implying that the universe id expanding] he was chagrined. As he wrote in a letter, ‘to admit such a possibility seems senseless.’ He decided to adjust his theory to cancel out the prediction of an expanding universe by putting in a new constant of nature - a ‘cosmological constant’, a mathematical term which corresponded to a force of repulsion or ‘anti-gravity’. Einstein was later to dub this cosmological term - this concession to his own preconception and that of his contemporaries- ‘the biggest blunder of my life.”  This was Albert Einstein; as quoted by Kitty Ferguson, The Fire in the Equations, 1994; Page 92.

On Darwin’s Theory in the beginning stage: “If it could be demonstrated that any complex organ existed which could not possibly have been formed numerous, successive, with slight modifications, my theory would absolutely break down” Charles Darwin, The Origin of Species, 1959. But on his theory now: quoted by Michael Behe, biochemist, Darwin’s Black Box, 1996,

“To Darwin, the cell was a ‘black box, its inner workings were utterly mysterious to him. Now, the black box has been opened up and we know how it works. Applying Darwin’s test to the ultra- complex world of molecular machinery and cellular systems that have been discovered over the past 40 years, we can say that Darwin’s theory has absolutely broken down”.

On the Big Gap (liken to the common Big Bang theory): this came after the failure to find fossils that gradual indicated evolutionary change. In 1972, paleontologists Niles Eldridge and Stephen Jay Gould proposed that evolution went in sudden bursts, punctuating long periods of time when no evolutionary change had taken place in a given lineage. The new theory was called “punctuated equilibrium,” or “punk eek.”

 “Eldridge and Gould certainly would agree that some very important gaps really are due to imperfections in the fossil record.  And very, big, gaps, too. For example the Cambrian strata of rocks vintage about 500 million years, are the oldest ones in which we find most of the major invertebrate groups. And we find many of them already in an advanced state of evolution, the very first time they appear. It is as though they were just planted there, without any evolutionary history. Needless to say, this appearance of sudden planting has delighted creationists.” - Richard Dawkins, the Blind Watchmaker (1996).

Great Scientists who spoke of God:

Johann Kepler – (1571-1630)

· The founder of physical astronomy.

· He discovered the laws of planetary motion and the tables for tracking star motions that contributed to developing the calculus.

· He stated that his astronomy research, he was merely “thinking God’s thoughts after Him.”

Blaise Pascal – (1623-1662)

· Great mathematician, father of hydrostatics and a founder of hydrodynamics.

· Paraphrased: “How can anyone lose who chooses to become a Christian? ...If there is a God and heaven and hell, then he has gained heaven and his skeptical friends will have lost everything in hell.”

Samuel F. B. Morse – (1791-1872)

· Invented the telegraph. The first message sent in 1844 was “What hath God wrought!” from Numbers 23: 23.

· He wrote, “The nearer I approach to the end of my pilgrimage, the clearer is the evidence of the divine origin of the Bible, the grandeur and sublimity of God’s remedy for fallen man are more appreciated, and the future is illumined with hope and joy.”

Frances Bacon – (1561-1626)

· Primarily responsible for the “scientific method” stressing experimentation and induction from data.

· He wrote, “There are two books laid before us to study, to prevent our falling into error; first, the volume of Scripture which reveal the will of God; then the volume of the Creatures, which express His power.”

Isaac Newton – (1642-1727)

· Discovered the law of universal gravitation (law of gravity), developed the calculus, and constructed the first reflecting telescope.

· He wrote, “We account the Scriptures of God to be the most sublime philosophy. I find more sure marks of authenticity in the Bible than in any profane history whatsoever.”

Wernher von Braun – (1912-1977)

· One of the world’s top space scientists and Head of NASA.

· “An outlook through this peephole [that manned space flight had opened] at the vast mysteries of the universe should only confirm our belief in the certainty of its Creator. I find as difficult to understand a scientist who does not acknowledge the presence of a superior rationality behind the existence of the universe as it is to comprehend a theologian who would deny the advances of science.”
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
